The following Grade 10, 11 and 12 Lesson Plans were developed by Subject Advisors from 09 March – 13 March 2009. It must be remembered that Lesson Plans are working documents, and any comments to improve the lesson plans in this document will be appreciated. Teachers are urged to use this document with the following departmental policy documents: Subject Statement; LPG 2008; SAG 2008; Examination Guidelines 2009 and Provincial CASS Policy/ Guidelines. 
Lesson planning is the duty of each and every individual teacher but it helps when teachers sometimes plan together as a group. 	ACTIVITY 1

The teacher asks the learners what they generally know about reproduction.

Grouping of learners into small groups and give instructions.

ACTIVITY 2

The teacher introduces the concepts/terms e.g. copulation; fertilization; ovulation; super-ovulation oestrus; gestation; spermatogenesis. 
ACTIVITY 3
Provide learners with charts containing unlabeled pictures of reproductive organs of a bull and a cow.
ACTIVITY 4

The teacher (learners) identifies certain organs from the bull and the cow, and asks the learners to look for their roles/ functions (e.g. epidydimis; scrotum; ovaries; fallopian tubes etc.)

ACTIVITY 5
The teacher consolidates the learners’ findings and draft chalkboard summary.
ACTIVITY 6
The teacher introduces the necessary processes in reproduction (e.g. ovulation; spermatogenesis; oestrus; etc.) 
The teacher may present these in the form of scenarios; illustrations; graphs.
ACTIVITY 7

The teacher introduces infertility in bulls and cows; explains how it impacts on animal production.

ACTIVITY 8
Remedial work and consolidation.

	ACTIVITY 1

Learners respond to the questions.
ACTIVITY 2

With the use of textbooks and other resources learners explain the concepts.
ACTIVITY 3

Learners analyse the diagrams; identify the different parts of the reproductive systems, and give function of each identified part
ACTIVITY 4
Each group discusses the roles/ functions of the assigned sex organs and to report to the other groups.
ACTIVITY 5
Learners will take chalkboard summary.
ACTIVITY 6
The learners are asked to identify; explain the processes and analyse the scenarios; illustrations or given data (such as scenario on cows that show signs of oestrus)
ACTIVITY 7
The learners are given a case study to investigate the causes of libido/sex urge.
ACTIVITY 8

Learners participate and taking points.
