	1. Teacher reminds the learners that writing is a process.

2. Teacher reminds the learners of the features of the Reflective essay.

3. The teacher asks the learners to come up with topics for reflective writing.

4. Teacher asks learners to choose any topic from the topics that have been given.

5. Teacher distributes copies of model reflective essay and asks a learner to read it aloud, discussion follows.

6. Teacher asks learners to individually think of the points to be included in the essays and to write them in the flow chart /mind-map.

7. Teacher asks learners to arrange their points coherently into introduction, body and conclusion.

8. Teacher asks learners to prepare for oral presentation on the topics of their choice.

9. Teacher asks learners to write the first draft based on the oral prepared.

10. Teacher asks learners to proofread and edit own work.

11. Teacher asks learners to prepare and present the final product.


	1. Learners mention the different steps in the writing process.

2. Learners mention some of the features of the reflective essay.

3. Learners come up with topics for reflective writing.

4. Learners choose the topics.

5.  A learner reads the model essay aloud and discussion follows.

6. Learners write down the points to be included in the essays, using flowcharts /mind-maps.

7. Learners structurally organize points into introduction, body and conclusion. 

8. Learners oralize/ read what they are going to write about, others listen and comment on the presentations.

8. Learners write the first draft.

9. Learners proofread and edit own work.

10. Learners prepare and present the final product.
