	1. Teacher asks learners to take out their texts and turn to the appropriate page.

2. Teacher asks learners to read the title of the poem and predict what the poem is about.

3. Teacher reads the poem skillfully aloud and informs the learners to listen and not read the poem themselves.

4. Teacher reads the poem for the second time, learners follow silently in their texts.

5. Teacher asks one learner to read the poem aloud.

6. Teacher uses synonyms, antonyms, inferences, demonstrations to give the meanings of unfamiliar words.

7. Teacher suggests the theme of the poem and asks the learners to discuss it.

8. The teacher outlines the poem briefly.

9. The teacher draws up contextual questions and uses these to analyse the poem.

(Poet, setting, figures of speech, form, imagery ,

tone ,diction etc).

10. Teacher reminds learners of the salient points on how to write a critical analysis on a poem.


	1. Learners turn to the appropriate page, read the title of the poem and predict what the poem is about.

2. Learners listen attentively to the teacher reading the poem.

3. Learners follow  in their 

texts as the teacher is reading

4. One learner reads the poem skillfully aloud.

5. Learners take down notes, discuss the theme, and  respond to  contextual questions for analysis.
