Before reading

* Introduce new or difficult words prior to the learners reading the story.

* Make word cards to introduce new vocabulary. (See the list of new vocabulary
in the back inner cover.)

First reading

* Learners should read the text individually.
* Learners should read silently or they can ‘whisper-read’ the text.

* Move from one learner to the next, requesting each learner to read a section
of the text aloud.

Discussion

» Ask comprehension questions based on the text.
* Focus on phonics, sight words and vocabulary.

*  You will find the activities in the back of this book useful to guide the
discussion. (Select appropriate activities for the level of the learners.)

Second reading

+ On later days, let learners reread the book, either in pairs or alone.
* Focus on fluency, grammar and vocabulary.

* Letlearners complete the group-guided activities which are included in the back
of this book.
