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PROVINCIAL HISTORY EXAM GUIDELINES FOR GRADE10-11 FOR 2009 ONLY
Read this guideline in conjunction with the History Subject Assessment (SAG) for NCS Grade 10-12 issued by the Department of Education in January 2008.History teachers to read (SAG) pp8-11 as well as pp35-36. The SAG must be read in conjunction with your National Curriculum Statement Grades10-12 History for History.
As examination for grade 10 is a provincial mandate, in consultation with History Subject Advisors the following are new guidelines for 2009.
NB.  A school may set its own paper or in consultation with History Subject Advisor a district paper can be set or a cluster of schools can set their common paper. But for standardization all examination papers must be approved by History Subject Advisor.

(1)Content for Grade 10 examination in 2008

Guidelines for the setting of Grade 10 examination papers will be same as in SAG of 2008 P10.

4. What transformation occurred in Southern Africa between 1750 and 1850 (emphasis on Great trek and Mfecane)

1. What was the world like in the mid-fifteen century? ( ANY TWO Empires and the last bullet 

    compulsory in relation to the empire of your choice)
2. What was the impact of conquest, warfare and early colonialism in the Americas(Spain), 
   Africa (Portugal,Holland) and India( France, Britain)?  ANY TWO
3. How did the world change between 1450 and 1850?

4. What are the constructed heritage icons from the period that are celebrated today? (Heritage investigation- compulsory) see SAG of 2008 pp9-10.

(2) Format for Grade 11 Examination
For Grade 11 history, there will be common papers both P1 & P2 (read SAG of 2008 p 11).The 2009 examination time-table (read ASSESSMENTVINSTRUCTION 02 of 2009- ANNEXURE E)
