Comprehension and Visual text

· Spelling and grammar errors in longer answers are not penalised due to the fact that the focus is on comprehension

· Where one-word- answers are required and the candidate provides a full sentence, a mark should be allocated as long the correct word is highlighted or indicated in one way or the other.

· For open ended questions no marks are given for YES / NO / I AGREE / I DO NOT AGREE. The reason / motivation must be considered.
